· Compressed foam sleeping mats for each guest.

· Camp chair for each guest. (For sitting around the campfire.)

Since we provide sleeping mats, we request that guests do not bring power inflatable mats.
Restroom Facilities:

· A Port-A-Potty (with sink and running water) is available for overnight use. It is located adjacent to the campsite.

· Conventional restrooms are available at all other times.
