FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

What time is the Starry Safari Overnight Adventure?

Starry Safari begins at 5:30 pm and ends at 9:00 am the next morning. (ZooCamp Sleepovers start later and end earlier)
How do we check-in?

Check-in at the Education Gate adjacent to Admissions. Please assist our staff in loading your luggage into our pick-up truck which will be parked in front of check-in. 

What if we arrive late?

Registration ends at 6:00 p.m. at which time the front gate will be locked. If you know you will require a late arrival, please let us know ahead of time and we will try to accommodate your request. Contact Christine Janson at 760-346-5694, ext 2506. If you must contact us on the day of your sleepover, please call before 4:30 pm or the office may be closed.
Where do we sleep?

We sleep in “cowboy” style tents at the Starry Safari campsite adjacent to the Giraffe enclosure. (Wednesday night ZooCamp sleepovers take place in the Tennity Wildlife Hospital & Conservation Center.) 
Can we bring our own food and beverages to Starry Safari?
No outside food or beverages will be allowed. Your dinner, s’mores and breakfast food must be consumed in the designated eating areas. (In case of medical dietary needs, please call at least two weeks ahead of time.)

How many people can attend a sleepover?

We can accommodate a maximum of 80 guests.

Will we be the only guests in the park?
Starry Safari Overnight Adventures is a multi-group program. In order to maximize participation, other groups may be sharing the same adventure. We try to mix groups suitably, given ages and group organization. On occasion, there may be a private party on grounds. For an additional fee, your group may have exclusive use of the entire campsite and program. Other groups 
How many chaperones are required to participate with a group?

Each group will be required to maintain a minimum ratio of one adult (over 18 years old) chaperone to three children.

Can we increase the number of participants in our reservation?

What if someone cancels in our group?

There are no refunds for sleepovers. We will try to reschedule you for a later sleepover based on availability.

What if someone gets sick?

If anyone in your group gets sick or hurt please notify a sleepover staff member.
Where are the restrooms?

We utilize restrooms in Village WaTuTu for our evening wash-up. For overnight use there is a Port-A-Potty with sink and running water available, adjacent to the campsite.

Can we visit the Zoo the next day?

Yes, general admission for the zoo is included the next day.
WHAT TO BRING FOR THE SLEEPOVER
· Sleeping bag and pillow (cots are not provided nor permitted – call me if there is a medical problem)

· Pajamas or sweat suit

· Toothbrush and toothpaste

· Personal toiletries: comb/brush, cosmetics, etc.

· Hand towel and wash cloth.

· Showers are not available. (Fully equipped restrooms are available for majority of stay. Port-A-Potties with sink and running water are available for overnight use only.)

· Jacket, if necessary
· Change of clothes for the following day

· Comfortable close-toed walking shoes

· Over-the-counter medications (aspirin, cold remedies, etc.)

· Since luggage, pillows and sleeping bags look similar, please make sure all your belongings are clearly labeled with your name
You May Also Wish To Bring:

· Extra blanket

· Binoculars

· Camera 

· Insect repellant

· Sunglasses

· Sunscreen

Please Leave the Following Items at Home:

· Alcoholic beverages

· Food (In case of dietary necessity, please call the Starry Safari Staff)

· Blow dryers or electrical appliances
· Knives or firearms

· Pets

· Portable TV’s, radios, or iPods, etc.(we provide the entertainment)

· Siblings or friends not enrolled 

· “Heelies” 

· Toys (a special sleep toy is OK)
